2. Vehicle access (no trailers) is available to the area on Show mornings from 6.30am.   However, all vehicles MUST BE REMOVED FROM THE GROUNDS BY 8am.

3. No political or religious matter may be displayed or distributed from the area.

4. The area allocated shall not be sub-let.

5. The conducting of raffles or the like shall not be permitted under any circumstances.

6. All guy ropes are to be located within the boundaries of the site allocated.
